From Baghdad, With Love
A Marine, the War and a dog named Lava

Lieutenant Colonel Jay Kopelman with Melinda Roth

When a hardened bunch of US Marines enter an aban-
doned house in Fallujah hear a suspicious noise, they 
immediately grip their weapons, signal to each other 
and prepare to fire. Their discovery in the most danger-
ous city on Earth is a not an insurgent bent on bloody 
revenge, but instead a small puppy. Left behind when 
most of the city’s sane population has fled, this lit-
tle puppy becomes a forbidden member of the First 
Battalion, Third Marines–known as the Lava Dogs.

This true story recounts the realities of being on the 
front-line of this war-torn city and the unexpected humane lessons learned from 
a small, mangy, flea-ridden mutt. Kopelman is brutally honest in his descriptions 
of war and the effect it has on the men trained to be the elite, well-oiled machines 
of war. Somehow the puppy they de-flea with kerosene, de-worm with chewing 
tobacco and feed on MREs (unpalatable military meals) gives them something to be 
responsible for above protecting their own country and takes their minds off the 
likelihood of having their brains blown out. 

Despite a military law that forbids the keeping of pets, Kopelman decides that he’ll 
not only take care of the puppy but will take this unlikely refugee back to the 
US. This journey looks at the emotional ravages of war, yet also reminds us that 
through the insanity not all humanity is lost.
